India represents 6.5 percent of world's
biodiversity which comprises 45,000 wild
species of plants and 81,000 wild species of
animals. Among them the varieties of rice
species alone ranges between 50,000 to
60,000. The rich biodiversity is attributed to
the presence of a variety of ecosystem and
climate.

Now the number of species in the world is
declining very fast due to biological and
environmental factors. Before humankind
became very active, the world was annually
loosing one out of every million species. Now
we are loosing one to 150 species a day. It is
definite that we are loosing species very
rapidly. Biologists estimate that 50 percent
of the current species will be extinct by the
end of the century. It is obvious that
humankind is interfering far too much with
the extremely complex system of interactions
among millions of organisms making the
whole system unstable.

The major causes for the decline in
biodiversity include growing population and
migration of farmers; pollution; conversion
of wetlands; over exploitation of resources
like over fishing and excessive harvesting of
medicinal plants; construction of large dams
and commercial hunting and poaching.
